USDA orders beef recall
from slaughterhouse
under investigation

LOS ANGELES — The U.S.
Departmient of Agriculture
on Sunday ordered the recall
of 143 milllen pounds of
frozen beef from a California
slaughterhouse, the subject
of an animal-abuse investi-
gation, that provided meat to
school lunch programs.

Officlals said it was the

largest beef recall in the
Unlted States, sumassing a
1999 ban of 35 million
pounds  of ready-to-eat
meats, No illnesses have
heen linked to the newly
recalled meat, and officials
said the health threat was
likely small.

The recall will affect beef
products dating to Feb. 1,
2006, that came from Chino-
based  Westland/Hallmark
Meat Co., the fedenl agency
sald.

Secretary of Agriculture Ed
Schafer said hls department
has evidence that Westhand
did not rowtinely contict its
veterinarian  when  cattle
became  non-ambulatory
after passing inspectlon, vio-
lating health regulations.

Suicide bombing
leaves up to 80 dead

KANDAHAR — A suicide
bomber penctrated a crowd
watching  a  dog-
competition in the Taliban's
former stronghold Sunday,
killing up to 80 people In one
of the bloodiest bombings
since  the regimes 2001
ouster.

The attack follows a year of
record violence and predic-
tions that the Afghan conflict
could turn even deadlier thls
